Frequently Asked Questions
Q: What is Go Super!?
A: Go Super! is a “Circus Play” - a fusion of circus performances, strong, clear narrative and  a lot of fun and audience participation.
Q: How would Go Super! benefit our school?
A: Go Super! is a fantastic way to enhance Values Education in your school. The show addresses the themes of confidence, self worth and getting along.
Q: So, how is it different to other Little Devils Circus programs and concerts?

A: The Little Devils Circus programs you may be used to are series of workshops for the children, which often culminate in a performance presented by the kids. Go Super! is the other way around – it’s a circus play performed by professional circus artists for the kids.
Q: What ages is this show suitable for?
A: This is the only circus show in Melbourne produced exclusively for primary school aged children.
Q: What will the kids see in this show?

A: Australia’s top-quality circus acts selected from (but not limited to) the following list: juggling, acrobatics, hula hoops, handstands, foot juggling, diabolo, and more.
Q: Is there a storyline and dialogue, or is it just a mix of circus acts?

A: All of the above! The Go Super! story was developed for Little Devils by Anthony O'Donohue, a Young Australian Citizen of the Year, who is regularly commissioned to write for The Simpsons, Warner Bros and Here’s Humphrey; and premier theatre performer & director, Meaghan Davies.
Q: What kind of music is used in this show?

A: The instrumental music is a modern original score written by Rob Pippan, who has created music for TV, including Channel 7’s The Fairies and Channel 9’s Here’s Humphrey.  Rob was nominated for an ARIA award for Best Children’s Album in 2006.
Q: How many performers are there?

A: Three.
Q: How many kids at a time can watch this performance?
A: Ideal audience size is between 200 and 280 kids. If there are more students, you get more shows!
Q: What does the school need to provide?

A: Space to fit around 250 students (or your total number, if less than 250), plus performing area of 3.5m x 7m minimum. We will also need access to electricity for music. If you do not have access to a large enough area – call and we will work something out!
Q: How much does it cost?

A: $5.00 per student, or a minimum fee of $1000 per school. Great discounts for workshop packages and existing customers!
